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2Dyson Parody as confirmed No1l for 20093

In this final ranking for qualification 2008/09 international events we describe blow for blow accounts from the
board finals to the eventual winner.

The board finals saw Dylan Duo beating George Ramos 4-0 (possibly disappointed after his recent ranking
success). Dyson Parody had a close run against George Federico and went through in the deciding leg 4-3.
Francis  Taylor whitewashed Alan
Kimberley and also Justin Broton in the
previous round that included a 160 high
finish. Henry Zapata struggled against
Kevin Negron who has been giving a very
good account for himself since his return
to official darts.

In the first semi-final, Dyson Parody faced
opponent Francis Taylor. Francis was 2-1
up and with scores of 135 & 140 (missing two 180 's) it appeared that this leg was going his way. Dyson
however hit back with what Francis just missed out on and hit a massive 180 to leave himself on 71 and he
closed in to level the match 2 all. In the 5™ leg with Dyson after 9 darts sitting on 170 (actually missing the bull
for the top outshot in darts), Francis returned the favour of the previous leg and won it to secure a 3-2 lead.
The next leg had some controversy with the scores attained by Francis but Dyson left those troubles aside
and won the leg with 64 (16, 16, D16). Both players did well and they were 3 all. In the next leg Francis was
on 130 and Dyson on 167 both players left themselves 36 as their outshots and it was Dyson who took it with
1 dart. The final leg also went Dyson’s way and this secured his place in the final, winning by 5-3.

The other semi was between Dylan Duo and young aspirer Kevin Negron. From the start the firm favourite
Dylan was put under pressure and he could not shake off Kevin. In the first leg a 140 by Dylan closed the
score-line as Kevin was in front by 6 darts or so. It was however Dylan who overtook Kevin to win the first leg.
He then proceeded to make it 2-0 with Kevin sitting on a double. Kevin closed the gap with a 106 finish to
make it 2-1. Dylan missed his chances in the next leg and Kevin squared the game 2 all. In the 5" leg (with
Kevin sitting on double 12) Dylan took the game to go ahead once again. The next leg was a good one with
Dylan on 32 after 15 darts and Kevin on 146. Dylan missed his chances and Kevin stole the leg to make it 3
all. In the 7" leg it could have gone either way with both players hitting form, Dylan had the throw and this was
relevant as he had 1% crack at a double and he took out the leg with double 4. Kevin did well in the next leg
and never gave up with Dylan closing in. Kevin must have felt it was now or never and made it 4 all. In the
final leg Dylan produced an exceptional leg and secured his place in the final with scores of 180, 99, 140 and
82 game shot (12 darts).

The final between professional rivals Dylan Duo & Dyson Parody started slow with both players after 9 darts
on 312 — 314 respectively. They soon picked up pace and Dyson won the 1% leg with a 96 finish using 3 darts
(with Dylan sntmg; on 24). In the 2 leg Dylan levelled the game after a very near miss by Dyson of a 100
outshot. In the 3" leg Dylan went ahead for the first time, however Dyson squared the game 2 all in the 4 leg
hitting two 125's in the process. The 5" leg could have gone either way with both players on 38 & 62 but it
was Dyson who took the lead to make it 3 — 2 in his favour. Possibly Dylan’s tough semi-final against Kevin
was starting to show and Dyson took full advantage of a few very near misses by Dylan to go 4 — 2 up. Again
after very impressive scoring by Dylan with 140, 140, 100 & 43 it was unfortunate he couldn't capitalise on
this and Dyson who was not far behind with scores of 83, 110, 125 & 57 took the leg to make it 5-2. In the
final leg Dylan continued to battle on and even missed a 139 checkout but it was not be his night this time
around and Dyson closed in and took the leg to win the title 6-2.

With this win Dyson is conflrmed No1l in Gibraltar for 2009 with Dylan Duo in 2" place, Henry Zapata in 3"
and George Federico in 4" Afull ranking list 2008/09 will be provided shortly.
