Rules for the Tuesday Night Super League:





1 	Each player will receive a clear timetable of the entire season showing who will play on each Tuesday, and who will mark each match.





2 	All players and markers are advised to be AT THE VENUE BETWEEN 8.00PM – 8.20PM latest. This will ensure a smoothly run league. If you fail to do so you will forfeit the match 2-0 (in sets).  This is applicable in all sports so darts is no different! It is important that each player ABIDES TO THE TIMES ALLOTED, if you fail to register by the time given above, you LOSE the game 2-0 (in sets). NO EXCUSES WILL BE ALLOWED. 





3 	Games will be (DIVISION 1: Best of 5 legs, 3 sets each, 501 up) / (DIVISION 2: Best of 3 legs, 3 sets each, 501 Up). 





4	The throw for each game will be determined on the night by way of a COIN TOSS.  The nightly coin toss for ALL MATCHES will be prepared by the committee organiser BEFORE THE COMMENCEMENT OF ALL GAMES. It will be scheduled to be done at 8.15pm on the night. The winner of the toss will throw first in the first leg, then in all the odd numbered legs. Please check the nightly draw which will be made available and placed on the table.





5	Be advised that there will be some alterations to the fixtures, as follows. Due to work overtime and night shifts some re-schedules will occur (everyone will be informed of any changes). It is however YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to turn up and if you fail to turn up (for any reason) and the organiser has NOT BEEN INFORMED by the Friday before the next scheduled Tuesday then YOU LOSE ANY GAMES you had scheduled that night. Only under extreme circumstances where the organiser feels it is appropriate, a game will be rescheduled and a player that failed to turn up will not lose those games. Sickness is not allowed as an excuse. If you’re not in hospital, the organiser will not allow it and you lose the points.





6 	Each Tuesday, on average, a player will play and mark 1 match – it will no longer be a question of loser marks. Unfortunately though, there will be occasions when a player will find that sometimes he/she will play or marks more (or less) games, this cannot be helped. In the end I will ensure that everybody has played and marked the same number of games.





7 	The league will be run on a money basis. Each player pays £20 at the start of the season. At the end of the season each player receives monies back for every set and game won. At the presentation night, as well as the top players receiving trophies, each player will receive an envelope with monies, in the amount depending on the number of points he/she has accrued.





8 	Each set won is worth 1 point. The player that wins the match will obtain 1 extra bonus point.





9 	All those listed in the fixtures list as markers are required to mark, and be the players that arrive first at the venue. This will ensure a smoothly run night. Anyone failing to mark, or get someone to mark for them will be fined £3.00 and will have 2 points deducted.





10 	Anyone failing to turn up on 5 occasions during the league, without genuine reasons (as referred to in point 5), will immediately be excluded from the league, forfeiting their £20 registration. All remaining games for the season will be counted as 0-2 set defeats (0-3, 0-3 in legs). All results up to that date will stand.





11 	Anyone who is excluded from the league will not receive any trophies or payments at the end of the season, and will be not be eligible to play in the Tuesday league next season.





12 	All results / fixtures / league positions / notices will be clearly displayed on the notice-board at the College Cosmos club.
